General Rules 

 The Youth Organiza�on Educa�on Exhibit contest is open to groups that serve youth audiences. 

 Exhibits are to represent the ac�vi�es of the organiza�on or group entering the exhibit. 

 A theme should be selected and followed throughout the exhibit, including items other than just pictures and 
posters.  

 The exhibit shall be displayed in designated loca�on in the fair exhibit building. There is only booth space for the 
first four organiza�ons to register; other registrants will be provided a table but will need to create their own booth 
space. 

 Cost and labor involved is the responsibility of the exhibitor.

 Exhibits must be completed by Thursday, September 5 at 6:00 p.m. The fair exhibit building at the Northwest 
Georgia Regional Fairgrounds at 1060 Liberty Rd SW, Calhoun, GA will be open Wednesday, September 4 from 3:00
-6:00 p.m. and Thursday, September 5 from 3:00-6:00 p.m. 

 Display judging will take place on Friday, September 6 at the Northwest Georgia Regional Fairgrounds.  

 Ribbons and prize money will be awarded on Sunday, September 15 from 2:00-4:00 p.m. All displays must be 
picked up by Sunday, September 15 at 4:00 p.m. or they will be discarded.
